	We want to see our students get better at drawing conclusions from data sets. This is a goal for the math exam.  Last year, our students answered 83% of these kinds of questions correctly.


	M
	We’d like to see our students answering 88% of these kinds of questions correctly across the grade level.  Another target to shoot for would be for individual students to be answering 88% of these questions correctly, but we’ll collect data at the classroom and team level.


	A


	We’ll put together several small assessments that ask students to look at or manipulate a data set and then to answer at least 4 multiple choice questions about that data set.
We will have our students keep all of these assessments in one section of the notebook and students can track their own scores and performance over time.

We will have to do a straight average of the total number of questions that a student gets right on every assessment instead of an average of the averages in order to keep this data set clean.

	R
	We’d like to see our students across the grade level answering 88% of these questions correctly.


	T
	We’ll try to do two mini-assessments per quarter.  Bill will try to whip up two and share them with you next week.
