Graphing Assessment: 5
In order to better prepare you to read and analyze information presented in charts, tables and graphs, we’ll be completing a series of graphing mini-lessons this year.  This is the one of those activities.  Please look at the graph below and then answer the four multiple choice questions found at the bottom of the page.  Remember that our goal is for our team to answer 88% of our graphing questions correctly, so your answers are important!
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	Question 1:  Comparing the two graphs, what can be said about the impact of coyotes on these two animals?
1. Coyotes are responsible for the same amount of cattle loss and sheep loss.  
2. Coyotes are a bigger concern for sheep owners.
3. Coyotes are a bigger concern for cattle farmers.

	Question 3:  What factor was responsible for a little over 600,000 cattle losses and around 65,000 sheep losses in 2005?
1. Digestive Problems
2. Respiratory Problems
3. Birthing Problems

	Question 2:  What general conclusion could be drawn about cattle loss?
1. Health issues were responsible for the majority of cattle losses in 2005.
2. Predators caused the majority of cattle losses in 2005.

3. Predators and health issues were equally responsible for cattle losses in 2005.
	Question 4:  Analyzing both graphs what logical conclusion could be made?
1. Sheep are much more susceptible than cattle to coyotes.  This is probably because they are smaller and easier for coyotes to hunt.  
2. Sheep and cattle do not have many digestive problems.
3. Cattle/sheep farmers should spend more money on protecting their stock from mountain lions because they are responsible for a large number of cattle/sheep losses.
