In order to better prepare you to read and analyze information presented in charts, tables and graphs, we’ll be completing a series of graphing mini-lessons this year.  This is the one of those activities.  Please look at the graph below and then answer the four multiple choice questions found at the bottom of the page.  Remember that our goal is for our team to answer 88% of our graphing questions correctly, so your answers are important!
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	Question 1:  What critical element has been left off of this graph, making it difficult to understand?
1. The graph is missing a title, so we can’t tell exactly what is being studied.

2. The units aren’t labeled, so we can’t tell exactly what is being measured or reported.

3. The graph is missing an x-axis.

4. The graph is missing a y-axis.
	Question 3:  If this information is still accurate today, which of the following steps should our country take first to fight against global warming?
1. We should require all businesses to identify how they are polluting and to develop plans for cutting back on their carbon waste.

2. We should require builders to begin designing homes that do a better job at conserving energy and producing less carbon waste.

3. We should require companies with factories to design ways to keep carbon dioxide from being released from their smokestacks.  

4. We should require companies that manufacture cars and planes to design new vehicles that produce less carbon waste.

	Question 2:  Would this graph be valuable to American students or scientists studying global warming today?
1. Yes.  It is neat and tidy, making it easy to learn from and study.

2. Yes.  It includes several major sources of carbon dioxide emissions, which would help scientists to decide where to focus their attention.

3. No.  It only includes information about carbon dioxide emissions in the United States.

4. No.  It includes information from 2001 instead of 2010.  Things are sure to have changed by now.
	Question 4:  If this information is still accurate today, which of the following steps should individuals take first to fight against global warming?
1. We should work harder to conserve electricity in our own homes.

2. We should buy smaller cars that produce less carbon dioxide.

3. We should buy products from companies that do a better job keeping our environment clean.

4. We should move into newer homes that are designed to produce less pollution.
