Dancing Penny Lab

This lab will serve as both an introduction and a review during our energy lab, so really give it a bit of thought!  Your OWIs for this lab should be really detailed and thoughtful.  Try to explain everything that you see, feel and hear.  

You will need: 
---empty soft drink bottle (glass bottles are best, but plastic bottles will work) 
---pennies, dimes, nickels 

---a few drops of water or cooking oil 
Directions: 

a. Place a few drops of water or cooking oil at the edge of the bottle to form a seal between the coin and the lip of the bottle. 
a. Lay the coin flat over the opening of the bottle.
b. Wrap both hands around the body of the bottle. 
c. Watch the actions of the coin. 
d. Try different methods to increase the effect: Rubbing hands together to create more heat, further chilling the bottle, adding more hands to the bottle, using different coins.  Using different sealing liquids.

On the back of this paper, complete an OWI.  Include a drawn and labeled illustration, a written description of what you’ve observed, one or two things you’re wondering about and one or two written inferences—or attempts to explain the things that you’re wondering about.
